School App 
Our school uses a FREE app called SCHOOL STREAM. This can be downloaded onto your mobile phone. This will enable 
our school to send out important notifications at a much faster rate all at the convenience of your mobile device. 
Newsletters, notes and school events will be uploaded, reminders sent through, as well as information of your child’s 
grade/stage when at school or attending excursions. School Stream is available via the App Store for iPhone/iPad iOS and 
the Play Store for Android/Tablets. 
 
Mobile Phones 
As part of the Quakers Hill Public School Bring Your Own Device policy, mobile phones will not be accepted as a form of 
device for use within the classroom. Should you wish to send your child to school with a mobile phone, it will need to be 
switched off and not used during school hours. Quakers Hill Public School takes no responsibility for lost, stolen or 
damaged phones.  
 
Uniform 
Students at Quakers Hill Public School are expected to wear full summer uniform on return to school; this includes a 
school hat and black school shoes.

Curriculum 
Each week students will engage in learning activities across subject areas English, Mathematics, Science and Technology, 
History and Geography, Creative Arts and Personal Development, Health, and Physical Education. In Terms 1 and 2 we 
will focus on the following:  
 
English: The core focus of the English syllabus is making meaning through language. In Stage 3, students will develop their 
proficiency in communicating through speaking, reading, writing, viewing and representing.  
Mathematics: Students will ask questions and undertake investigations, selecting appropriate technological applications 
and problem-solving strategies to demonstrate fluency in mathematical techniques. They will use mathematical 
terminology and some conventions, and give valid reasons when comparing and selecting from possible solutions, 
making connections with existing knowledge and understanding. 
 
Science and Technology: This semester, students will focus on how the properties of a range of materials and the way in 
which they are combined, determine their use and inform design solutions. Students investigate the different properties 
of solids, liquids and gases, and consider combining and separating mixtures.  Students will also design, modify and follow 
algorithms involving branching and iteration. 
History: Students will learn to critically analyse and interpret sources of evidence in order to construct reasoned 
explanations and a rational and informed argument based on evidence, drawn from the remains of the past. In particular, 
they will describe and explain the significance of people, groups, places and events to the development of the Australian 
colonies. 
Creative Arts:  

• Music: Students will improvise, experiment, select, combine and order sound using musical concepts and identify 
the use of musical concepts and symbols in a range of musical styles.   

• Visual Arts: Students will make artworks for different audiences and communicate about the ways in which subject 
matter is represented in artworks.   

PDHPE: Students will discover how their uniqueness change over time and how to manage transitions and challenges. 
They will look at how empathy, inclusion and respect have an impact on themselves and others. During Physical  
Education students will be continuing to build their fundamental movement skills through a range of individual, group 
and team games.
